In September 1989, the Royal City Youth Ballet Company Society of New Westminster
was founded by a board of six directors and now involves dancers from many dance
studios. This is a unique society, formed to gather together young, enthusiastic
dancers to learn and rehearse full length ballets. This non-profit organization is the
only one of its kind in Canada, presenting full length ballets with professional artistic
direction, costumes, sets and lighting.
